IN RE:    BASE ZONE AMENDMENT
ZMA #07-31 - JENKINS PROPERTY CHANEY ENTERPRISES, INC. (APPLICANT)
Proffered Conditions of Applicant, Chanev Enterprises, Inc.
During the course of hearings before both the Board of County Commissioners and Planning Commission in the referenced matter, numerous citizens have testified relative to concerns regarding the potential development impact of the property forming the subject matter of this rezoning application. This testimony has included concerns related to the industrial development of the property and has referenced in particular traffic and compatibility. While the applicant firmly believes substantial evidence has been presented which will support the requested rezoning, the applicant nonetheless would like to proffer the following conditions in an effort to address concerns raised by citizens. Accordingly, the applicant proposes that if the Board of County Commissioners is inclined to consider a rezoning of the subject property, the following conditions should be added to the approval:
1.   A revised Traffic Impact Study will be submitted in conjunction with the Preliminary Subdivision Plan, or the Site Development Plan or any Special Exception application submitted for development of the subject property. This Traffic Impact Analysis shall be submitted at the time the appropriate application is filed and shall be completed in accordance with a scoping agreement entered into between the applicant and the Department of Public Works and Transportation.
2.   No noise generated in conjunction with any industrial use on the subject property will exceed 75 dBA measured from the appropriate property line.
3.   Mo noise associated with construction activity on the subject property will exceed 90 dBA measured from the appropriate property line.
4.   To the extent outdoor lighting is required in conjunction with the operation of an industrial use on the property, said lighting shall be designed, to the extent reasonably

possible, so that, said light shall be directed onto the subject property in order to minimize glare onto adjoining properties.
5.   The applicant will donate, at no charge, a parcel of land to both the College of Southern Maryland (or a related educational entity) and the American Red Cross (and/or other charities operating in Charles County). The total amount of the acreage to be donated shall consist of not more than 15 acres but not less than 10 acres. The location of the dedicated land shall be determined by the applicant.
6.   At the time of the review of the Preliminary Subdivision Plan, the Site Development Plan, or any Special Exception application filed for the subject property, the Planning Commission shall consider the need for any landscaping or other screening technique in order to mitigate, to the extent reasonably possible, the impact of an industrial use proposed to be located on the property.
7.   The following uses, which are permitted as a matter of right in I-H Zone shall be prohibited to be operated on the subject property:
A.
7.01.220 Bottling, confectionary, etc.
B.
7.01.260 Fertilizer mixing plants
C.
4.08.200 Crematoriums
D.
1.01.460 Slaughterhouses
E.
4.02.250 Automobile racing tracks
F.
7.03.000 Scrap materials
The applicant shall enter into a formal agreement with Charles County confirming the above. Said agreement shall be recorded among the Land Records of Charles County.
